We want to extend this instruction to a personalized level, in a relaxing, retreat style center.  We 
were able to acquire several acres in a secluded area, on the outskirts of Forest City, which, a 
few years ago, was voted as the quaintest downtown, in the USA.

We bought a backhoe/loader, chainsaws, and other 
equipment and tools, which we have been using to clear an area to start building. 
 
We, first, plan to build a workshop 
with living quarters, on top, to get started.  The retreat center building is our main focus.  We are 
in the process of purchasing a portable sawmill.  This will enable us to cut our own lumber and 
use it to build.  We will build several walking paths, through the woods, for quiet reflection and 
meditation.  There is also a fresh spring, on the property, in a very peaceful, and quiet location.
